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New Data Shows Asian Real Estate Sector Significantly Improves ESG Performance
Collaboration between Industry Stakeholders Key to Drive Further Sustainability Improvement

Amsterdam - (Sept. 7, 2016) - GRESB, the leading data provider for environmental, social and governance (ESG)
performance of real assets, today released the results of the 2016 GRESB Real Estate, Developer and Debt
Assessments. The new data shows that real estate companies and funds are improving across all aspects of ESG
performance, including a 1.2 percent reduction in energy consumption, 2 percent reduction in GHG emissions and close
to 1 percent reduction in water use and are putting greater focus on occupant health and well-being.

A record 759 real estate companies and funds participated in the assessment, representing more than 66,000 assets
across 63 countries, with a value of $2.8 trillion USD. Entities reporting to GRESB for seven consecutive years outperform
their peers by an average of 12 points across all aspects of ESG. As a result, the overall GRESB Score increased by 11
percent to 60. In 2016, 18 debt funds participated in the GRESB Debt Assessment, an increase of 80 percent. The
average GRESB Debt Score increased by 6 percent to 48.

2016 Highlights:

o Entities reporting to GRESB for seven consecutive years outperform their peers in ESG aspects by an
average of 12 points.

e Australian entities outperform all other regions with an average score of 74, which is 14 points above the
global average.

o Office companies and funds outperform other property types with an average score of 66.

o Listed property companies outperform private equity entities by six points.

e Participating companies and funds provided operational data for more than 22,000 individual buildings,
including energy, water and waste performance.

Sustainability is on the rise in the Asian real estate sector. Investors are increasingly asking real estate companies and
funds for information about ESG performance. Regional stock exchanges have begun to require ESG reporting for listed
companies. Governments are considering new policies to meet national commitments under the new COP21 climate
agreement. Consequently, action to understand and address ESG issues is rapidly becoming a new prerequisite for
leading property companies and funds across Asia. The average GRESB Score for participating Asian property companies
and funds increased by 9% from 54 in 2015 to 59 in 2016, with notable improvements in Building Certifications, Policies
& Disclosure, Performance Indicators, and Stakeholder Engagement.

“The region is expected to show further progress in the years ahead, as more governments establish new greenhouse
gas reduction targets, policies, and supporting incentives to meet their commitments to the COP21 climate agreement.
China just announced it would formally ratify the Paris accord with President Xi vowing to “unwaveringly pursue
sustainable development.” The pace of improvement may be mediated by behavioral and cultural factors, such as short-
termism, lack of awareness, and, in some cases, skepticism about ESG-related risks and business opportunities.
Ultimately, improvements in ESG performance will create better assets for property companies, more value for investors,
and support broader societal goals,” says Ruben Langbroek, Head of Asia Pacific at GRESB.

Now in its seventh year, the GRESB Real Estate Assessment has established itself as a roadmap to high sustainability
performance and low carbon emissions for the real estate sector, assessing more than 1,100 real estate portfolios since
inception. GRESB provides comprehensive data about energy performance, carbon management, water conservation,
waste management and health and well-being. In 2016, 174 companies and funds participated in a new supplemental
GRESB Health & Well-being Module. Data from the module provides unique insights into practices intended to promote
health and well-being in internal operations. New data from the module identified 43 leading companies acting to
implement such practices for employees and customers.
